During the expansion of Emperor Menilink’s 
territory southwards and establishment of Ethiopia’s 
modern borders with Kenya, Sudan and Somalia at 
the end of the 19th century was the first integration 
of Mursi land to the Ethiopian state.

Simply whispering the word Zanzibar brings about visions of pure 

white sandy beaches and crystal clear Indian Ocean waters. The semi-

autonomous island, which sits approximately 37 km off the Tanzanian 

coast, is synonymous - to anyone with a reasonable grasp of geography 

- with the most intrinsic vision of an island paradise. 
There is more to this historic and aesthetically hedonistic island and 

centuries old trading post, however. It’s old capital, Stone Town, has been 

a UNESCO World Heritage site since the turn of the 21st century, and 

the archaic architecture reflects the deep diversity of the Swahili culture. 

Its maze of narrow alleyways, markets and mosques too make for a slow-

but-sensory break away from the rigid relaxation of the beautiful beaches.

The current drive by the Zanzibar President to develop the island 

into the Indian Ocean’s prime tourist attraction is also set to see the 

development of numerous beachside villages. These are set to add a 

further sense of luxury and comfort to its natural and pure perfection. 

Whether deep-sea fishing, scuba diving,  dolphin watching, beach 

dwelling or market meandering, Zanzibar truly is one of the most laid 

back holidays spots in the world.

ZANZIBAR

n a mountainous region of Ethiopia, some 
645km from Addis Ababa, stand 11 medieval 
churches. Despite being built hundreds of 
years ago, these remarkable edifices continue 

to puzzle experts, amazed that each structure could 
have been carved from a single block of stone.

“What makes these churches so distinctive is that 
they were built from the top down,” an 86-year-old 
church scholar, who has studied in some of Ethiopia’s 
holiest cities, explained to EthioBeauty. “Everywhere 
in the world, structures are built from the ground up. 
There is nothing comparable in the world.”

There are several outlandish stories of how the 
churches came to be built. One is that King Lalibela, 
who ruled Ethiopia in the late 12th and early 13th 
century, was poisoned by his brother and fell into 
a three-day coma, during which he was taken to 

heaven and given a vision of rock-hewn cities. 
Another legend has it that he went into exile in 
Jerusalem and vowed that when he returned he 
would create a New Jerusalem. Some even believe 
that humans worked on the construction during the 
day – and angels would continue their work at night.

The city of Lalibela, formerly Roha, took its 
name from the king. It is said that on the birth 
of Saint Gebre Mesqel Lalibela, a member of the 
Zagwe Dynasty, a swarm of bees surrounded him 
and fed him honey. This was taken as a sign of his 
future reign as Emperor of Ethiopia – and inspired 
the name Lalibela, meaning ‘the bee recognises its 
sovereignty’. He spent his childhood learning and 
serving the church rituals, but the prophesy of his 
fate as God’s chosen king caused jealously among 
many of his relatives.
